$750 – PER SCHOLARSHIP

These two scholarships were established to honor Ernest P. Fusi and the Fusi Family and to promote their interests in furthering the education of students at Humboldt State in the areas of natural resources.  A College of Natural Resources and Sciences scholarship committee will select scholarship recipients.

QUALIFICATIONS
1.  Must be an enrolled full-time student (minimum of 12 units per semester) pursuing an undergraduate or graduate degree in natural resources and sciences majors at Humboldt State University. Eligible majors include: Biological Sciences, Chemistry, Environmental Resources Engineering, Environmental Science, Environmental Systems, Fisheries Biology, Forestry, Geology, Natural Resource Planning and Interpretation, Oceanography, Physics and Physical Science, Rangeland Resources and Wildland Soils, Watershed Management, and Wildlife Management.

2.  Must have completed at least two courses taught by natural resources faculty in the eligible majors at Humboldt State University.
3.  Must have at least two semesters of course work yet to be completed at Humboldt State University.

4.  Must have a cumulative minimum GPA of 3.00 (HSU and transfer courses, if applicable).

5.  Must demonstrate financial need according to federal eligibility and state guidelines determined from Free Application for Federal Student (FASFA) indicating Humboldt State University. FAFSA must be completed by March 1, 2008.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE
1.  Submit a letter of application (limited to 500 words, double-spaced, typewritten) addressing personal/professional interest and goals in the field of natural resources, academic achievement, honors/awards participation in departmental or extra-curricular organizations and/or activities, leadership potential, relative experience, etc. Include current and permanent address, telephone numbers, and social security number. 

2.  Submit a resume.

3.  Submit copies of official transcripts.

4.  Submit two letters of recommendation from faculty, professionals in field, work supervisors, or others qualified to recommend candidate on basis of his/her scholarship qualifications.

RESTRICTIONS
a) Consideration will be given to academic achievement, participation in departmental or extra-curricular organizations and/or activities, and potential for leadership and success in professions within the natural resources. These factors may not be weighed equally and strength in one area may compensate for weakness in others. b) Greatest financial need shall be a consideration in awarding scholarship only when all other factors are considered equal. c) Previous winners may be eligible to reapply and receive award in subsequent years. d) Scholarship will not be awarded if no candidate meets the criteria.
