What are your plans for expansion?

What role does the principal play in the discipline of students in your school district?
What do you like most about your job/organization? Least?

How would you describe the differences between your organization (agency) and others?
What are your trainee turnover statistics?

What are your promotional policies?

What are your policies regarding continuing education for your employees?

How would you compare (specific example) Wildlife Biologist positions with your agency to similar
positions in other agencies?

What classes are included in your art (social studies, science, etc.) curriculum?
What will | do during the first year?
What text (equipment, methods, etc.) are currently being used in the area?
