
CD 482 - Directed Field Experience


STEPS TO FOLLOW TO PLAN A DIRECTED FIELD EXPERIENCE (DFE)
1. Verify that you meet the prerequisites for DFE:

· Completion of 
· at least four courses in Child Development at HSU

· a practicum course (e.g. CD 257, 358 or equivalent)

· Demonstrated 
· above average written and oral communication skills

· ability to work with others in a group

· reliability (timeliness in class attendance and assignment completion)
· grade of C- or better in all major courses 

· overall GPA of 2.0

2. Read the DFE folders in Art 23 to help you select 3 sites of interest. Do this before the deadline for application, which is the last Friday of March. The folders describe both schools and community agencies where you can do a DFE.

IMPORTANT Let the faculty contact the site(s) in which you are interested. Do not make your own arrangements with a site or an individual. If you are interested in doing a DFE in an agency for which we do not have a folder, or know a professional with whom you would like to work specifically, talk first with the instructor for CD 482.

For 3 hours per week for each unit of credit (e.g. 9 hours per week for 3 units; 6 hours for 2 units; 3 hours for 1 unit) AND
