4. A photocopy of the photo page of your passport

5. Copy of the confirmation letter from Somerton Healthlink health insurance (see below).

Checklist

· Passport - Go to www.travel.state.gov to download the application. If you already have a passport check the expiration date. It should be valid for at least six months after your program finish date.

· Health - You are responsible for getting your health checked out. Read the on-line Study Abroad Handbook: http://www.humboldt.edu/%7Egradst/pdfsdocs/hsu_study_abroad_handbook.pdf
Go to http://www.cdc.gov/ to find out about immunizations you may need. Don’t forget to take care of your teeth.
· YOU MUST BUY TRAVEL HEALTH INSURANCE. You must purchase insurance at www.csuhealthlink.com This insurance is required by the university for all students on HSU study abroad programs. You are only covered by this insurance for the time you are on the study abroad program. Once the HSU program has finished you are no longer covered by this insurance policy unless you make special arrangements with the agency.

· Money - If you are a financial aid recipient you are required to meet with an Off Campus Programs Advisor in the Financial Aid Office. Set up an appointment by calling 826-4321. Investigate scholarships, work possibilities etc. to help pay for your experience. Look on the Study Abroad web site for information about scholarships: www.humboldt.edu/~goabroad
· Graduation - If you have taken 60 units or more and/or are within 2 semesters of graduating you must apply for graduation. http://www.humboldt.edu/~reg/documents/HSUcatalog2008-09forWeb.pdf

· Enroll in appropriate HSU classes.
