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AGREEMENT AND RELEASE 

FOR HUMBOLDT STATE UNIVERSITY BILATERAL EXCHANGE PROGRAMS

This Agreement is entered into on __________, 200____, between ____________________________ (Student) and the State of California and the Trustees of The California State University on behalf of Humboldt State University and their officers, agents and employees (University).

RECITALS

· The University has approved study by the Student in the following international education program:_____________________________________________________________ (Program).
· Student desires to participate in the Program under the terms and conditions hereafter set forth.

AGREEMENT

University and Student agree as follows:

1. Payment.  Student agrees to pay to the University by the dates specified the amounts specified by the Program administrator.  If Student receives financial aid, Student agrees to inform the financial aid office of Student’s intent to use such aid to pay the costs and fees for the Program and that appropriate cost and fees will be deducted from Student’s financial aid award as required.

2. Logistical Arrangements.  Student agrees that any logistical arrangements made to enable participation in the Program will include the following:  (a) air travel will be in conformance with the Chancellor’s current executive order governing student air travel; (b) the contract for services will specify that the University is not responsible for the services, payments, or guarantees provided; (c) the contract will specify that the name of the University will not be used in any manner that suggests sponsorship of, or responsibility for aspects of the program that the University does not agree to furnish pursuant to this Agreement between University and Student.

3. Adult Participants.  All students are considered adults and are expected to take responsibility for their actions while taking part in the Program. As adults, any activities that a student takes part in, whether as a part of the Program or separate from the Program, will be considered to have been done with their approval and understanding of any and all risks involved. Any students under 18 and/or considered dependents of their parents or guardians are responsible for giving all background or other relevant information about the Program to their parents or guardians.

4. Assumption of Risk.  Student understands that participation in the Program involves risk not found in study at the University, including but not limited to foreign air travel, foreign political, legal, social and economic conditions, different standards of design, safety and maintenance of buildings, public places and conveyances, local sanitation, medical and weather conditions.  The University assumes no liability for damage, injury and death, which may occur during air travel required by participation in this Program.  Your participation in this Program is voluntary and you participate at your own risk.  Risk includes illness, bodily injury, death, property loss and damage, kidnap, extortion and incarceration.  Student agrees that he/she has reviewed current travel advisories issued by the U.S. State Department and the Center for Disease Control at the following internet web sites:  www.cdc.gov/travel and travel.state.gov.

5. Release.  In consideration of the University accepting Student into the Program, Student, her/his heirs, executors, administrators, employers, agents, representatives, insurers and attorneys, hereby releases and discharges the University from any and all claims which may arise from any cause whatsoever, including any negligent act or omission by the University.  Student understands and agrees that foreign travel may be dangerous and that this Release includes, but is not limited to, a release and discharge of the University from any responsibility associated with any liability for injury or damage to Student regardless of the source or cause.  The Student further releases and discharges the State of California, the Trustees of the California State University, Humboldt State University and their officers, agents and employees from responsibility for any accident, illness or injury or any other consequences arising or resulting directly or indirectly from Student's participation in the Program.  Student agrees that the University shall not be responsible for any injury, damage, or loss to Student or Student's property which occurs from any cause beyond the control of the University, or which does not occur from the sole negligence of the University.

6. Indemnification.  The Student recognizes and agrees that the University assumes no responsibility for any liability, damage or injury that may be caused by Student's negligence or willful acts committed, related to, or during participation in the Program, or for any liability, damage or injury caused by the intentional or negligent acts or omissions of any other participant in the Program, or caused by any other person.  Student further agrees to hold harmless, defend and indemnify the University from any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses, causes of action, and demands, and all costs and expenses incurred in connection therewith (hereafter in this paragraph collectively referred to as "liability") resulting from or in any manner arising out of, or in connection with any negligence on the part of Student, his or her agents, or employees, in the performance of this agreement, irrespective of whether such liability is also due to any negligence on the part of the University.

7. Release and Hold Harmless Air Travel.  I am a student at Humboldt State University. I am/will be participating in a CSU affiliated program which requires air travel. (CSU-affiliated program includes any program offered by, or pursuant to a program of, the California State University, any campus of the California State University, any student body organization, or any organization affiliated with any such organization of with any combination thereof.) My participation in this program is voluntary. I have been informed, and I know, that 1) air travel involves risks which can result in damage to property, injury to persons, and death; and 2) the CSU assumes no liability for damage, injury, or death occurring on such travel. With this knowledge and information, I agree to participate in the program, and the air travel, at my own risk. I release and hold harmless the state of California, the California State University, the campus affiliated with the program requiring air travel, and each and every officer, employee and agent of each of them, , from any and all claims and causes of action that I may have against any of these institutions or persons, by reason of any accident, illness, injury, death, or other consequences resulting directly or indirectly from or in any manner arising out of, or in connection with, my being a passenger on an airplane pursuant to my participation in the CSU-affiliated program. This release and hold harmless shall also be binding on my heirs, assigns, successors, and all other persons who may claim through me. 
8. Compliance with Regulations and Law.  Student understands and agrees that Student will obey all rules, regulations, and laws of the respective countries to be visited, and all travel regulations, any rules or precautions issued by the University, its representatives or by any associated institutions or organizations or the United States government. Student also understands that, in the sole discretion of the Program representative, a violation of the above may result in an immediate expulsion from the Program.

9. Student Conduct.  It is understood that the international implications of this agreement are such that the conduct of Student during the course of the Program is of utmost importance. Student, therefore, agrees to conform to standards of conduct consistent with the maintenance of a positive reputation of the University and to conform to all applicable rules, regulations and policies of the University. Student understands and agrees that in the event the Director of the Program, in his or her sole discretion, shall determine the conduct or academic standards of Student are detrimental to the best interests of the Program, the Director may terminate the participation of Student in the Program. Student further acknowledges and agrees that the Student’s conduct may subject the Student to student discipline as specified in sections 41301 through 41304 of title 5, California Code of Regulations.  Such termination will result in Student no longer having access to any of the facilities arranged for the participant in the Program.  Such termination shall not diminish or otherwise affect Student's obligation to make to University any payments specified in this agreement. University in no event shall be required to refund to Student any payment made by Student to University, but may make such refunds as are consistent with University's policy. In addition, Student understands that any and all financial aid received will be repaid as part of Student’s withdrawal or suspension from the Program.  Student agrees to abide by the terms and conditions contained in a separate written agreement regarding Student’s behavior in the Program, if any, a copy of which is attached to this Agreement as Exhibit: _____________ and incorporated herein by this reference.

10. Impossibility of Performance.  This agreement is subject to all applicable laws and regulations. If performance of this agreement involves violation of applicable law or regulation thereby making it legally impossible to perform and such illegality is not the fault of Student, University shall refund to Student those payments made pursuant to this agreement which are authorized to be refunded in Section 41802 of Title 5, California Administrative Code. Upon payment of said refund, all rights of Student and University are waived under this agreement.  The University reserves the right to cancel any program in the case of an emergency beyond its control or to cancel programs or substitute classes due to low enrollments or unavailability of faculty or facilities.

11. Health.  Student represents that he/she has no health-related physical or mental conditions that preclude or restrict Student’s participation in the Program.  Student understands and agrees that it is Student’s responsibility to determine, in consultation with competent medical authorities, whether or not Student should participate in the Program.  Student agrees to honestly, accurately and fully complete all required pre-departure health forms, and to exercise reasonable or recommended precautions while abroad with respect to food, drink, personal hygiene, personal conduct, and exposure to known disease risk factors such as but not limited to mosquito bites and sexual contact and behavior. Student assumes all risk and responsibility for Student’s medical needs and understand that he/she will be responsible for all expenses in the event of Student’s illness, injury or evacuation.  

12. Consent to Medical Treatment.  The University may, but is not obligated to, take any actions it considers to be warranted under the circumstances regarding Student’s health and safety.  In the event that Student is physically incapable of consenting to medical attention, Student agrees that the Program Director or person designated by the University may seek or consent on Student’s behalf to professional medical treatment of Student performed by any medical officer licensed under the laws of the state or nation where the Student is then located.  I will be financially responsible for any costs of such treatment.  I agree that I will not hold the University responsible for any claims resulting from any medical treatment.  I am aware that the University does not provide health insurance for me and that I am responsible for obtaining my own health insurance.
13. Entire Agreement.  This agreement shall supersede any and all oral understandings between the parties.  The University and Student acknowledge and agree that any oral statements or representations that may have previously been made by either of them to the other are void and of no effect and that neither of them has relied thereon in connection with his or her or its dealings with the other. 
14. Amendment.  No alteration or variation of the terms of this agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by the parties hereto.

15. Governing Law.  The laws of the State of California shall govern the interpretation of this agreement. Any action brought to enforce any right or obligation under this agreement or any action, which arises out of or in connection with this agreement, shall be brought in the courts of the State of California.

16. Severability.  It is understood and agreed that if any provision of this agreement or the application thereof is held invalid, the invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this agreement which can be given effect without the invalid provisions or applications and to this end the provisions of this agreement are declared severable.
