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Humboldt State University, in partnership with the California Social Work Education Center (CalSWEC) offers educational stipends of $18,500 per year for Advanced Standing and Full Time MSW students interested in working in the field of Child Welfare or Indian Child Welfare. 
Students who receive CalSWEC stipends are required to intern in a program serving children, youth, or families in the first year, and in public Child Welfare Agency, or in a tribal Indian Child Welfare setting in the second year. These students will also be expected to complete additional education and training opportunities as a component of their participation in the program.  Recipients of the stipend must also complete each year in good standing. 

The responsibility of the student upon completion of the MSW program is to work in a public Child Welfare or Indian Child Welfare setting for the same number of years as he/she received the stipend. Ideally, students receiving the stipend are committed to child welfare services as their professional career area of interest. 

The application is a two-part process involving both a written statement of interest and a personal interview.  All available stipends may not be awarded if it is determined that an equal number of candidates committed to child welfare do not exist.  Completed applications must have proof of legal residency in the U.S. and a valid California driver's license/state ID.

Funding Priorities

The CalSWEC Title IV-E Child Welfare Training Program has established specific recruitment priorities:  

1. Current staff members of tribal social services, county public social services and employees of the California Department of Social Services who are admitted to the MSW program (but must be on educational leave and not receiving pay from their agency while in school and submit a letter of support from their agency director);  

2. MSW students who reflect the diverse client populations currently served by public child welfare in California;  

3. Other qualified MSW students with demonstrated commitment to careers providing high quality, culturally competent practice in public child welfare.  

Background Checks:  Before receiving the stipend, students must sign a statement indicating that they have no relevant criminal history.  If selected, background checks will be done consistent with HSU, tribal and county requirements as part of preparation for field placements. 

Formal Contract:  Before the stipends are provided to the selected student, a formal contract must be signed that outlines the conditions that must be met during the graduate education in social work at HSU and in seeking work in child welfare following graduation. Payback of the stipends is required if the student does not work in Indian Child Welfare or county public Child Welfare within a radius of 75 miles from their home.  If within six months from graduation no openings exist in their local area, the student must be willing to seek employment within the State of California in a tribal or county public child welfare agency.  

Disbursement of the Stipend: The HSU Foundation will be responsible for administering the stipends to students.  The likely process will be quarterly during the fiscal year.  The initial stipend disbursement may occur after the semester begins so all students should have other plans to pay for registration, books and living expenses. 
Application Process 
Submit applications to the CalSWEC Title IV-E Project at the Department of Social Work at HSU. Applications for prospective students admitted or waitlisted for the MSW Program will be considered.  A selection committee will interview each qualified applicant and determine stipend offers.
