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Fundraising

You will want to spend your fall semester fundraising so that the spring semester can be spent organizing travel plans. PLEASE TAKE THIS VERY SERIOUSLY. The difference between students going for free or paying $100 each depends on your ability to fundraise. Here are some options that have been used (or attempted to be used) in the past:

1.  Raffle. In spring 2007 we organized a raffle. We went to local businesses and requested donations. Since we are an Associated Students club, any donations can be considered to be a tax write off. While we do not have a tax ID number, you can go to Clubs and Activities (707.826.3776) and request that form (I don't remember what it’s called, but ask about it). After you have collected donations, you can advertise tickets and a drawing for the winner(s). Depending on how many donations you get, you could potentially have many winners. Your prizes will determine the raffle ticket costs. We did $1 tickets and made over $100 in a week (with very poor planning). If utilized properly, this could make a lot of money.

2.  Rummage Sale. If you start early, when the weather is nice, you can have rummage sales on the quad. You need to go to Clubs and Activities and request a table space (usually for Wednesdays). Then you get club members to donate clothing to be sold. We originally did $1 for everything, but we decided that “name your price” would make more money (we had some jackets that went for a dollar, and NOBODY would have named less than $5 for them). With nice weather, we made a couple hundred dollars in a few weeks. Don't forget to plan to store the clothes before the rummage sale and after as well (there WILL be leftovers).

3.  Sponsored Events -- In spring 2008 there was a speaker brought to HSU by a sociology professor, and SSA was able to make some money off of the books sold at the event. Talk to Dr. Tony Silvaggio (instructor) and Gerry Lynch (student) about this -- they know more.

4.  Car Wash -- Pretty self explanatory. :)

Deposits

You will need to do the following:
