assistance to faculty conducting authorized research by collecting and arranging data, developing source materials, summarizing
reports, searching the literature and compiling bibliographies, developing and operating research equipment, preparing and caring
for research materials, assisting in the conduct of experiments, etc.; and/or (3) generally assisting faculty in evaluating student work
and examinations; preparing course materials and aids, or performing other functions requiring knowledge and background beyond
that generally possessed by undergraduate assistants.

Job Duties:

Maintain a safe, respectful, & high-production-value electrics shop environment for faculty, staff, & students. Organize, plan,
maintain & facilitate the day-to-day activities of the electrics shop. Supervise & train undergraduate and graduate work-study.
Supervise & train undergraduate students who are performing duties in the electrics shop. Supervise & assist student production
master electricians. Oversee lighting hangs & focuses, including the operation of special effects equipment & control systems.
Repair, organize, & maintain the lighting equipment. Fulfill technical rehearsal lighting notes in a timely fashion. Supervise &
schedule personnel for all theatre facilities for non-dramatic functions & department activities. Attend production meetings &
collaborate with production directors & lighting designers to determine lighting needs, techniques, &schedules.
