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We do not perceive the true nature of reality any more than a young child 
perceives how presents appear under the tree. The underlying structure 
of nature is hidden from us as Newton revealed with his prism. The Greeks 
amused themselves by rubbing amber with fur until it attracted small ob-
jects. They did not realize they had discovered electrons whose effects are 
usually hidden from us due to the balance of charge in nature. The word 
electron actually means amber in Greek. In this talk we use mathemat-
ics to discover how matter can simultaneously be in multiple locations.
