Learning history is about more than looking into the past. It
also means examining complex ideas of previous events to
help us understand what's happening now and to chart a
more successful future. This deep exploration hones critical
thinking, analysis, and writing skills—the foundation for a
successful career in almost any occupation.

The program offers a wide array of courses in U.S., European,
Asian, and Latin American history as well as mentoring,
internships, and community. The education concentration
prepares students interested in teaching to enter a Single
Subject Secondary Education program upon graduation.

Experience Your Learning

History students have ample opportunity to work with fellow
students and the local community through internships,
workshops, and other special events.

In the Senior Seminar in History, a capstone course, students use
and refine the research, critical thinking, oral presentation, and
writing skills they learned as History majors to pursue research
projects and write research papers.

The annual Career Workshop helps students find career
opportunities in almost any field as they translate history
knowledge into their cover letters, resumes, and interviews.

At the Humboldt Student History Conference, students present
their research to peers, the History faculty, and the public,

and a scholar from outside the area is brought in to deliver a
keynote address.

The History Internship program places students with local
museums, libraries, parks, and local government offices
to gain experience with Public History.

This California state-approved Subject Matter Program
prepares students to enter the fifth credential year for
Single Subject Secondary Education Teaching Credential
programs in Social Science and takes the place of the
California Subject Examination for Teachers.

Offering both classroom experience and the opportunity to
participate in California’s oldest History Day competition,
this concentration offers a B.A. in History along with the
coursework in Economics, Geography, Politics, and Sociology
that is necessary for teaching Social Science in California.

Getinvolved
History Club

A student-run group of history buffs that organizes
activities, which have included trips to the American
Historical Association—among the most prominent
historical associations in the country—and to nearby
locations, such as historic Chinatown in Eureka.
